REQUIRED SEE COURSES (10 Credits each)  
 

(BI604) Bible Interpretation: Acts-Revelation,  
Reverend Roger Goodwin 
This course uses the tools of metaphysical interpretation to explore the letters 
from Acts to the Book of Revelation from the New Testament.  

 
(MS816)  Myrtle and Charles on
